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@ Materials
«cardboard lid

*SCissors
*color papers
*crayons,

*3 toothpick
glue

*ruler
*scotch tape
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Procedures
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Bore a small hole in the cardboard. The hole should be small as possible.
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Draw a 7 centimeter square centering the hole and cut it.
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Put some designs to it using color papers and crayons.
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Since the hole has been covered with paper, bore a hole again from the back side.
Make sure to use the new pointed toothpick.
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Remove the toothpick and pierce another new pointed toothpick from the front side.
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To prevent the positional shift of the cardboard when the top is spinning, secure the cardboard lid to the
toothpick with scotch tapes from the back side.
If the hole is too loose, put some scotch tape on the front side as well.
