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Paper ball Garland
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Materials:

e paper in many different colors
e scissors or cutting tool
o glue
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Procedure:
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1. Cut paper to small strips. The length and width of the strips is totally up to you — the
longer it is the bigger the ball will be.
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2. | cut mine across the width of a paper — strips being about half an inch / 1 cm wide.
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3. Gently fold the strips in half so you get a crease in the middle.
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4. Add a dab of glue in the middle and glue on another strip of paper forming a cross. Add
two more strips (if your strips are longer you might need to add a few more).
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5. Now fold them towards the top and glue on top to get a ball shape.
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6. Make as many as you want and string them on yarn.
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
