e Thick Colored Paper— This paper would make beautiful planets!
e Scissors

e Pencil

e Circular objects Used to trace circle shapes

e String

e Hole Punch
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Procedure:
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1. Trace circular objects on your paper. We used some cans and food containers. Cut out
circles.
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2. Fold one circle in half.
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4. Cut slits in additional circles.
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5. Take an uncut circle and begin sliding the slit circles onto it.
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6. Continue adding slit circles until you get the shape you want. If you cut different sizes of
circles you can layer them on the main disc.
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7. Punch a hole in the top of the main disc
