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Cut out the pattern.
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Fold and press at the edges. Fold the stocking again. Press along the edges of stocking to
glue the seams in place.
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Cut a strip. Paste it to make it into handle.
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Decorate your stocking. You can cut out images from old Christmas greeting cards or gift
wrap paper, draw your own Christmas images, or cut out basic shapes (e.g. triangles,
rectangles, circles) and put them together. Accent your Christmas picture with sequins,
glitter glue, buttons, ribbons, stickers, washi tape, and lots of fun notions.
