T4y TaDHXEZ (12) empty tissue box
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« FEVOVE T drawing paper
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colored construction paper or origami paper

T T tooth brush

Db glue

e —7 scotch tape
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1. Cut a tissue box in half.
Then paste colored paper or origami paper on the box with
glue except the bottom of the box.
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2. Turn the box over and paste drawing paper on the bottom of the box.
Then, paste red color(or pink color)paper on it as shown in the
picture. It becomes hippopotamus’s mouth.
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3. Cut drawing paper or origami paper to make the hippopotamus’s eyes
and ears. Fold them at 2cm from the bottom to make tabs for sticking.
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4. Facing the white sides, stack the boxes.
Tape the joint with hole.
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5. Stick the eyes and ears on top and draw face.
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6. Open the mouth and draw the teeth.
Let’s brush your hippopotamus’s teeth with a toothbrush!
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
