1. Cut the face towel in 1/4 size as shown in the picture.
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2. Cut plastic straw into small pieces.
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3. Place the paper roll on the towel.
Tightly roll the front end of the towel to the other end.
Then tie only one side with a rubber band.
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4. Put the cut straws and beads inside of the toilet paper roll and tie the
other side with a rubber band.
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5. Put ribbon or string over the rubber band.
